11. SO completes the "Maryland Level 2,3 and
4 Interconnection Agreement Certificate of
Completion" (This is located on Page 8 of the
"MD Level 2 to 4 Interconnection Application"
submitted from step 2 and is also refered to as
the COC) with evidence of electrical inspection
by an authorized, inspection agency.

18. FE will email SO the monthly
subscriber allocation information report
as early as the 10th of each month.

7. Application is approved and
capacity is either reserved or
waitlisted. A Capacity letter is sent
to the SO once capacity is
reserved. FE's Website is updated.
Capacity Category is locked in.

A co-
signed Interconnection Agreement is
sent to the SO as well. Applications
are reviewed and approved in the
order they are received.
